I take her in: springy butter-blond curls drawn into a high ponytail, voguish gold specs making the earnest green eyes she’s using to openly gawk at me look twice their size. She’s wearing an orange lipstick that’s bled onto her large teeth, both rows fully exposed to form said maniacal smile. I squeeze my eyes shut. Then I open them again, try desperately to get my bearings. My insides immediately make a fuss when I realise that I’m not in my apartment, where I pretty much always am, but sitting in a strange plastic chair, legs propped up on a floral upholstered buffet like a nana.

			“What? No…I…Is this a dream?”

			I urge my brain to wake itself up. This is the oddest dream I’ve ever had, and I once dreamed I ran a struggling hair salon with Tramp from Lady and the Tramp.

			“Help,” I whisper.

They steal all the incoming Deads away before I can get my hands on them.” She looks down at her feet for a second, which I notice are shoeless, toenails painted Coca-Cola red. “I could run circles around everyone here if I was just given a fair chance,” she mutters grimly. “Anyway, I won’t bore you with all that. The point is that two of those old gobshites are on vacation right now, so they didn’t get a chance to steal you! You’re my first arrival in a whole week! Yay for me. Boo-hoo for you, obviously. But for me? Brilliant.”

			I watch dumbly as Merritt marches towards a door on the opposite side of the room, a flick of her forefinger indicating that I should follow her.

			“Where…where are we going?” I ask, my entire body now trembling so much that the words come out with a vibrato so rapid I sound like Jessie J.

			Merritt sighs lightly. “Shall we just say yes about the life-flashing-before-your-eyes bit? This is the only chance you’ll get to see it. If I don’t show you now and you change your mind later, then you’ll probably be in a mood with me, and that’s no way for us to start an everlasting friendship.”

			I watch open-mouthed as Merritt disappears into a closet before wheeling out a white metal trolley, on which there is a big grey nineties TV and a DVD player. “It doesn’t last for too long,” she says. “We show what we feel are the most relevant clips, otherwise it would be a massive snoozefest, and while technically we have eternity at our disposal, nobody’s got time for that kind of navel-gazing. People say I’m prickly, but I am rainbow-stuffed sunshine compared to this guy.

			“Right.” He rolls his eyes. “All very normal. And you’re sure I don’t need to telephone for help?”

			“Telephone? Alright, Downton Abbey. No. You don’t need to telephone anyone. You don’t need to be here at all, in fact.”

			“Good.” His eyes travel down to my nightie and then back up to meet mine. “I’ll let you get back to sparkling and shining, shall I?”

			“I’ll let you get back to Rydell High. The other T-Birds are wondering where their shittest member is.”

			“I sincerely hope you find that missing beefburger.”

			“I sincerely hope you don’t get a heat rash from wearing leather on the hottest day of the year.”

			I smile but it’s not real.

			He glares and it’s very real.

			He turns on the heel of his dumb boot and strides out of my flat, not shutting the door behind him, which I know he did on purpose. Grumbling, I go and close it, locking all three locks and double-checking them.

I turn to Cooper who is frantically turning the steering wheel to the left, a look of horror darkening his face.

			Then there’s a loud bang, and the force of being thrown forward, my body straining against the seat belt of the car in a way that steals my breath. My head cracks against something. There’s a yell in the distance. A sharp surge of pain.

			And then nothing.
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			“Open your eyes…That’s it. Time to come to…Time to awaken…Aha! Hey, darling girl.”

			I open my eyes to see Merritt in front of me, hands on her hips. She’s standing beside a washing machine, dressed in a navy-blue boiler suit. There are pink plastic chopsticks holding her hair up in a messy bun. Beside her stands a man so ridiculously good-looking he appears computer generated. He is tall and blond with pale green eyes and long dark eyelashes that soften the effect of a jaw so sharp it could cut glass.

			“Wake up!” I put my hands on both of his shoulders and shake frantically. “Cooper, wake up.” I turn to Merritt. “Send him back. You have to send him back right now. He doesn’t belong here! Not him. Cooper, wake up right now. Cooper, please.”

			“Hey, go easy,” Merritt scolds. “Don’t scare him!”

			Cooper cannot be here. He can’t be dead. I plead with Merritt. “You have to send him back. His mum will be…They already lost their…He can’t. He belongs on Earth! He has so much left to do…Books to write, joy to bring, joy to have. He’s already been through too much!”

			I sway slightly. Before I know it, Cooper has me in his arms.

			“Delphie? Are you okay? What’s happening, M? What’s happening to her? Shit, is she fainting? Delphie, can you hear me? Delphie! No. Come back to me. M, help me! Do something! I can’t lose…”

			Sounds start to fade away. I put my hand to Cooper’s face, but the hot sensation of his skin disappears beneath my fingertips into nothing.

			I disappear into nothing.
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			I awaken again, a forehead touching my forehead, my nostrils pinched closed by a finger and thumb, lips pressed against my lips. I feel the whoosh of Listerine-flavoured air filling up my lungs and start to cough, spluttering and spitting. The owner of the forehead yells, “She’s alive! She…I saved her! I saved her life, oh my god!”

			Pain immediately envelops me, my shoulders throbbing, the evening air stinging a small patch on my cheek, the taste of blood in my mouth. My knee. My knee feels like someone has taken a hammer to it.

			I try my best to concentrate on the face above me, the big earnest blue eyes looking imploringly into mine.

			Jonah.

			“Hi,” he says softly, brow furrowed. He touches my hand and I flinch.

			I open my mouth to say something, but he shakes his head.

			“Hush. Just stay still, okay?” He looks up, nodding at something or someone I can’t see. “The paramedics are here now. You’re okay.”

			My head feels thick and heavy, my heart skittering out of rhythm. There’s a mad burst of activity beside me as a mask is placed over my face and I am lifted by two paramedics onto a trolley. They’re talking to me. I know because I see their mouths moving, but the words seem all jumbled because my head is filled with only one thought.

			Where’s Cooper?

			I lift my head, and a kind-faced paramedic gently pushes it back down onto the trolley. But not before I see Cooper’s car crashed up against a Land Rover, and there on the ground in front of the cars is Cooper himself.

			He’s lying straight, arms at his sides, eyes closed—he looks like he’s playing pretend. Surrounding him are four or five paramedics. One of them is pressing on his chest over and over, his face red with the effort.

			“No,” I manage to whisper before I’m wheeled up a ramp and into the ambulance. It takes off, sirens blaring mournfully.

			“You’re okay,” Jonah says from my side. What is he doing here? Why is he in here with me? “You’re going to be okay. You crashed your car down the road from my house. I heard the bang from inside and ran out to find you lying on the road. You must have crawled out. You’re safe now, though. You’re okay.”

			I’m not okay. Nothing is okay.

			My heart punches in my chest, the force of it making my whole body ache. A machine starts to beep and suddenly the paramedic with the kind eyes is above me brandishing a needle. I don’t feel it go in. I don’t feel anything.
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			I wake up, god knows how many hours later, in a room with walls made of glass. The pain in my knee is unbearable. I sit up and my whole body feels like it’s been chucked down a full flight of stairs. I’m dressed in a hospital gown, and my leg is wrapped in bandages. My head feels foggy and my mouth is as dry as dust.

			“Oh! You’re awake! Do you want some water?”

			It’s Jonah again.

			He’s sitting on a plastic chair beside my bed. He pushes a bottle of water towards me, but then realising that I could probably do with some help, he unscrews the cap and holds the bottle to my lips. I gulp down the liquid. It dribbles on my chin and plops onto my chest.

			“You had surgery,” Jonah says. “On your knee. You have bruised ribs and a glass cut near your ear. But they gave you stitches. There will barely be a scar.”

			“Cooper. Where’s Cooper. Is he…Is he…?”

			“The man you came in with—Cooper—is there.” Jonah points to the left of me.

			I look through the glass window, and there he is. Lying in a bed, sleeping soundly. The relief that he’s not dead bursts out of me in the form of a noisy sob, mixed with a yelp of pain because the movement makes my ribs feel like they’ve been squeezed in a brutal mechanical contraption.

			“He…uh…he’s in a coma, I think,” Jonah says.

			“A coma. People wake from comas. He’s not dead. He’s going to wake up.”

			Jonah doesn’t say anything, just sets his mouth into a stoic line. The stubble is thick on his jaw. His eyes are red, and his linen shirt is crumpled.

			“Have you been here all night?”

			“Yeah. I wanted to know you were okay.”

			“I am,” I say, looking over at Cooper. “Thank you so much for staying with me. But I’m okay now. You should go. Get some sleep.”

			Jonah nods, but seems reluctant to go. He scooches his chair closer and picks up my hand. “I…I’m really glad you’re alright,” he says.

			I laugh mirthlessly. “I’ve terrified you twice in one week.”

			He half smiles. “Yeah. You’re kind of extreme.”

			I nod. “Honestly, you can go. I promise not to chase you.”

			Jonah takes a deep breath and stands up, stretching his arms upwards so that his shirt rises and I can see the bronze hairs of his lower belly. 			“Yes,” I say, the words coming out of my mouth with absolute certainty. “Yes, he is. He’s a loved one.”

			Once I’m at his bedside, I take hold of his hand, marked with the bruise of a failed cannula insertion. I run my thumb over his palm. He looks so calm. So empty.

			I look around to make sure there are no medical staff in the near vicinity.

			“Merritt,” I hiss angrily. “Merritt, you need to send him back home now.”

			But there is nothing.

I’ve given the hospital staff Cooper’s parents’ contact details and they’re on their way. He needs people at his side. I also managed to call Aled, who, to my great relief, stayed with Mr. Yoon last night (albeit passed out drunkenly on his sofa) and reassures me that he will have no shortness of people to pop in and make sure that he’s okay. When he asks after Cooper, I burst into tears.

			“He’s…he’s…”

			“He’s dead?” Aled screeches. “R. L. Cooper is dead? No!”

			“He’s not dead, Aled!” I say sharply. “He’s in a coma. And he’s going to wake up.”

			Aled goes quiet on the other end of the line. I can picture his face. The same awkward grimace as the doctor when I asked how long it’d be until Cooper would wake up.

			“I hope he does. But perhaps you need to be prepared for…”

			With trembling fingers I press end on the call. I don’t want to hear the rest of that sentence.

			My knee starts to throb again, the machine at my side starting to beep quickly. My chest feels tight. I can’t breathe.

			A nurse arrives and, after checking my vitals, sits beside me and rubs my back in slow, steady circles, telling me that I need to calm down. She talks me through breathing in and out until the beeping slows to a steady pace once more.

			“Are you in pain?” she asks.

			I nod.

			“On a scale of one to ten?”

			I remember that when Jonah accidentally visited Evermore, he was having dental surgery. He had been knocked out. An unconscious visitor, Merritt had called him.

			“Ten,” I say immediately. “I need the strongest thing you have.”
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			Well, that didn’t work. To my great disappointment, I wake, not in Evermore, but three hours later still in the hospital. My head is throbbing, and Cooper’s uncle Lester is staring at me from above. Behind him are Amy and Malcolm. Amy’s eyes and nose are red. Malcolm is just pale, his lips almost the same colour as his skin. They’re a mess. They’ve already lost Merritt and now this. And it’s my fault.

			I sit up, the room tilting slightly as I do so, a sharp bolt of pain surging through my knee.

Uncle Lester presses his mouth together and becomes immediately enamoured with a sign on the wall detailing the hospital’s fire safety policy. I notice that his eyes are shining with tears too. My stomach dips. Fuck. Fuck, fuck, fuck.

			“How are you feeling, love?” Amy says, pulling up a chair at my shoulder, while Malcolm remains standing at the end of my bed, hands in his trouser pockets, looking almost as if he’s in a trance. I swallow down the bile that rises to my throat.

			I did this. I did this to them.

			“I’m so sorry,” I say. “I…Cooper was driving me, and I think I distracted him. We were laughing and…”

			“He was laughing?” Amy says, a slight smile glinting in her eyes before it’s quickly replaced with worry.

			I nod, about to tell them that I had just found out his real name, and then deciding against it because, after all, they were the ones who saddled him with it.

			“How long will you be here for, do you expect?” Malcolm asks, his voice weak, like he’s got nothing left to give. “The doctor told us you had surgery?”

			“Yeah. My knee is…I won’t be walking for a while. And my ribs…well, I’m fine. They say I’ll be here for another week at least. I didn’t want them to move me away from Cooper. If it was up to me, I’d be down there with him right now.”

			“Do you need anything?” Amy says, taking hold of my hand like she’s not met me only three times before. I bite the inside of my cheek to hold back the sob that swells in my chest.

			I shake my head no, although I haven’t even considered the fact that I don’t have anything here with me beyond the handbag that I took to Mr. Yoon’s party. I have no change of clothes, no toothbrush, none of my medication.

			“I have everything I need,” I say as brightly as I can manage. “Honestly, I appreciate you coming to see me, but I’m okay. You go, be with Cooper.”

			Malcolm takes a deep breath. “Cooper mentioned you didn’t have family here in London. If you need some help when you leave—you’re more than welcome to stay with us. We have room.”

			“That’s kind, but you really don’t need to…We’ve not been dating for very long and…”

			“Long enough for Cooper to be the happiest he’s been in a long time,” Uncle Lester says, his bottom lip wobbling. “And that’s all we need to know.”

			I nod my thanks, knowing that I won’t take them up on the offer. I couldn’t cause them more hassle than I already have.

			“I’ve been chatting away to him for the past hour and a half. I wonder if he can hear me…” Amy mutters, almost to herself. “I hope he at least knows he’s not alone.”

			I want to desperately tell her that he’s with Merritt. But I know it would complicate things even more. Bring up further pain and questions I wouldn’t know how to begin to answer.

			“I think he can hear you,” I say. “I think wherever he is, he’s okay.”

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			The next three days bring nothing more than sporadic waves of consciousness. 			I tut. “But I do! I really need them.”

			“I know your beloved is down in the ICU. And that is troubling, for sure. But drugs are not gonna fix the pain, believe me.”

			“That is literally what drugs do.”

			“No more.” He throws me a smile, full of pity. “Your knee is improving. I’m sorry, Delphie. The doctor says it’s time to start reducing the meds.”

			When he’s hurried off to help another patient, I huff and grab my phone for a distraction. There’s a text from Mum. I squint my eyes and scroll up, realising that I appear to have texted her yesterday. I don’t remember doing that—I must have been drugged up.

			I stare at the message for several seconds. Then I scroll upwards and upwards and upwards. All the messages from me, all the brush-offs from her. My chest aches. I think of what Cooper said the night of the gala after Jonah ran away from me. If people want to go, sometimes it’s easier to just let them.

			I tap into my contacts and finally delete her number.
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			The next afternoon I am in possibly the worst mood I’ve ever been in in my entire life. This morning the doctor told me they were having trouble understanding why Cooper had not yet woken up and that I needed to be prepared for the prospect of it never happening.

			I’m having myself a little cry when Leanne shows up. She’s dressed in a jumpsuit made out of yellow and green pineapple fabric that looks lit up amongst the muted pale blues of ward eight. Her eyelashes are somehow even longer than they have ever been and so heavy it looks like they’re slightly weighing down her eyelids. She’s holding a carton in her hands and approaching me gently, eyes wide, like I’m a lion in a cage and she’s a kid tempted to stick her finger in between the bars but is too scared to do it. My face must be an exact reflection of my mood right now.

			“You look like you used to,” she says.

			“What?”

			“Grumpy. Like you don’t want anyone to talk to you.”

			“Yet here you are.”

			“I brought you soup,” Leanne says softly, waving the carton at me.

			“Why?” I lean forward and sniff the carton. It smells good.

			“That’s what you’re supposed to do when people are sad,” Leanne says.

			“That’s what who does?”

			“People. Pals.”

			“Okay, but why?”

			She blinks and stares into the distance for a moment. “I actually don’t know. It’s just…that’s what they always do in books and films. I think it’s a comfort thing.”

			We ponder this for a moment.

			She reaches into her bag and pulls out a paper napkin, unwrapping it to reveal a silver spoon. My bottom lip begins to wobble at her kindness and I feel immediately guilty for my shortness with her. I hadn’t really thought about the hospital food being gross because I’ve mostly not been hungry. But now that the soup is in front of me, my stomach growls.

			“I didn’t know you had endometriosis. That’s rubbish.”

			“You never asked.”

			“I’m sorry for that,” I say with a wince. “All these years I thought I was protecting myself by keeping my distance from people. But I’m starting to think that maybe I was—”

			“A massive fucking bitch?”

			I laugh out loud, immediately yelping as it pulls my ribs into a direction they’re not ready for.

			“Yeah.” I grin. “A massive fucking bitch. Why did you even want to be friends with me?”

			“Because it would be a terrible reflection on my personality if my only workmate was my own mum.”

			I laugh.

			Leanne shrugs. “Seriously, though. I like you. And that night we drank wine after work? You told me about your mum leaving.”

			“I did?”

			“Yeah. And you were so funny too, when you didn’t have that guard all the way up. I knew I’d break through eventually. I mean, I thought it might take another year or two, but here we are. Sharing soup.”

			“Sharing?”

			“Yeah, I was actually hoping you’d dish it up now.” Leanne pulls out another napkin and spoon from her handbag. “I’ve not had any lunch yet because Mum brought in a tuna sarnie, which absolutely no thank you.”

			“You don’t like tuna?”

			“God, you really haven’t been listening to me for all these years, eh? I once had someone come into the pharmacy with persistent bacterial vaginosis. Haven’t been able to stomach the scent of fish since. Mum loves tuna though, so whenever she has it, I bail.”

			I laugh again, clutching my ribs. “You need to stop making me laugh.”

			“I can’t promise anything,” Leanne says, lifting her chin, a proud smile on her face. “But I’ll try to hold off until we finally go for our drink.”

			“What drink?”

			“The one you agreed to join me and Mum for in return for giving you late-notice time off.”

			Ah yes. That. God. It seems so long ago now.

			It’s odd. When I’d agreed to that, I’d immediately started to think of ways I could renege. But now, in the midst of everything being terrible, I can see how it might just be a salve.
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			My procession of visitors continues a couple of hours later with Jan. When she shows up, I’m crying again, because that’s now all I am able to do.

			Mostly I’m crying for Cooper. Because as each day goes by that he doesn’t wake up, the more likely it seems that he won’t wake up at all. And when Amy told me that Cooper was in love with me, I didn’t really stop to think about how I felt about him.

I never used to cry at all, you know. Was hard as steel.”

			I throw my phone down onto the blanket, my eyebrows squishing together. Cooper and I were forced to share a bed. And with Jonah we were in a love triangle of sorts. Hmm. Before me, Cooper had a different woman visiting his flat every night. Did I tame the womanizer?

			I bite my lip, my mind turning corners, scrabbling about for the pieces of a puzzle that don’t quite fit together. Was this whole thing…Was this all a plan by Merritt to get me to date her brother? Is that the happy ever after she actually wanted? Surely not. Wouldn’t she have just sent me back with instructions to kiss Cooper? Why would she have me chase Jonah all over London? And why would she now keep Cooper in Evermore? What was it all for?

			Wait…

			Unless…

			I gasp, my body straightening, my heart starting to gallop at the notion. Is…is she actively planning on sending him back?

			That’s got to be it! Merritt is nuts, but she’s smart. There’s no way she’d go to all of this trouble, risk her job even, just to separate Cooper and me after we’d finally found each other. I mean why would she be that cruel to her own twin brother? She wouldn’t. Probably her plan was always to send him back here. The likelihood is she just wants to spend a little more time with him before she has to say goodbye again.

			“Maybe later.” I smile, leaning back onto my pillow and shaking my head, a small, relieved chuckle escaping me. I can wait. I’ve waited this long to feel anything other than rubbish. If waiting another week or two is all that I need to do to get Cooper back, then I will happily do it.
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			It takes another three days of treatment and monitoring before I’m given permission to return home. Now that I’m certain it’s only a matter of time until Cooper returns, my mood has lifted. Well, as much as one’s mood can lift when they’ve recently died twice and their new favourite person is in a coma.

			Leanne has generously promised me that she will drive me back to the hospital every morning so that I can continue to visit Cooper, hold his hand, and keep him up to date on everything that’s been going on. 			Leanne snipes back at him, to which Frida calmly tells her not to speak to him that way. Jan rolls her eyes at me.

			“You have too many friends,” she says, patting me on the shoulder before leading me and my crutches to her own car while the rest of them continue to bicker.

			I smile, a gratifying sensation blooming in my chest and warming my whole body.

			Too many friends.

			What a concept.
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			When we reach my building, I’m startled by a figure in a black shirt and baseball cap facing my front door.

			“Cooper?” I gasp, my breath catching with delight.

			But then the person turns around and my heart wrenches.

			Jonah. It’s just Jonah. I’m an idiot. Cooper is much taller and broader and comatose.

			When he sees me, Jonah breaks into a wide smile, and I notice that his teeth are perhaps a little too perfect—like gleaming little Tic Tacs all in a neat row. I wonder if the dental surgery was maybe veneers?

			“Delphie! You’re here. I called the hospital and they told me you’d just left.”

			“I’m sorry, but now’s not the best time,” I say, eyes flicking to my crutches. I have no clue what to say to him.

			“Is that the lad who saved your life?” Jan hisses beside me. “Be nice.”

			I shoot daggers at Jan while she gets back in her car. Jonah unlocks my door for me, picking up my bag and holding the door open so I can hop in.

			Telling the truth to Cooper got him stuck in the hospital. Maybe Merritt was right and Jonah is one of my five soulmates. But…it doesn’t matter. I’m pretty sure I’m in love with someone else. I’m in love with Cooper. Even if Amy was wrong and Cooper doesn’t feel that way about me, I know that I do feel that way about him. And I’m convinced it’s only a matter of time until I’ll get to ask him in person. Could be days, could be a couple of weeks. But Merritt has this all planned. Cooper will come back.

			I smile grimly. This Adonis-like man with the blue eyes and the easy smile is not for me. I want the scruffy-haired, black-eyed, despicable jazz fan in a coma. And as long as the machine is still beeping, I’ll be waiting for him.

			Jonah is gazing at me like I’m the greatest woman on Earth.

			I need to do him a big favour and end this right here and now, in case he ends up in a batshit obsession that can only end in disappointment. I take a deep breath.

			“I’m so sorry, Jonah. You deserve someone wonderful. But that’s not me.”

			“But…but I saved your life.”

			I take his hand in mine. No leftover spark whatsoever. “And I’ll always be so grateful. Truly. But…nothing is going to happen between us. I know I said we had a connection. But, god, that was a whole lifetime ago.”

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			TWELVE WEEKS LATER

			As I walk towards the library—still hobbling a little but finally without crutches—I smile, enjoying the scatter of copper-coloured leaves that blanket the pavement and crunch under my boots. I shove my hands into my coat pockets as I stride by Baba’s, nodding my hello to Deli Dan inside as he chops up a cucumber at lightning speed. It’s four o’clock in the afternoon and already the sky has greyed, the orange lights of the lampposts fluttering on one by one as I pass.

			Since I’ve gotten home, I’ve been following Jan’s advice to remain hopeful. To expect the best from life, from people. For the most part it’s working, especially with the help of the new therapist I’ve been seeing who is doing her best to help me figure out my messy brain and how I can work with it to stop myself from spiralling into isolation again.

			I’ve been to see Cooper every single day at 10:00 a.m. on the dot. Every morning I desperately hope that this is the day he will wake up. And every day, nothing. Just the steady beep and whir of the machines keeping him alive. There are murmurs at the hospital about the possibility that Cooper will never wake up, and what decisions Amy and Malcolm may want to make about his care. But I can’t face thinking about that. So when I’m with him, I give him lengthy recaps about life at number 14 Westbourne Hyde Road.

			I tell him about Mr. Yoon, who has now bought his own VOCA and is such a whizz on the keyboard that Aled (his actual new best friend) says he thinks he has the best word-per-minute rate of anyone he’s ever met. I tell him how the council have approved the need for additional home care and that he now has a lovely helper called Claire who makes sure that he has everything he needs to be clean and comfortable and cared for. I tell him how the VOCA has meant that my continuing breakfasts with Mr. Yoon have led to a now encyclopaedic knowledge of his life—I know now that Mr. Yoon grew up in a small Korean village with his sister. They had a serious falling-out after he had an affair with the wife of his conductor and got kicked out of the orchestra where he was working, blackballed from joining any other orchestra in the country.

			I hold Cooper’s hand as I regale him with stories of Mrs. Ernestine, who has taken to joining Mr. Yoon each morning for breakfast before she sits for me. In my head I imagine Cooper asking me why Mrs. Ernestine is sitting for me. And so I tell him that I’ve been drawing her. In fact I’ve been drawing every visitor I’ve had. There wasn’t much else to do stuck in bed with a broken knee, and everyone who turned up at my house was happy to be drawn while we chatted.

			It’s funny the things people talk about when they think you’re not really listening. I’ve gotten to know this community of people around my building more than I ever thought I would. More than I thought I ever wanted to. Now, I can’t imagine not knowing the glee that comes with being privy to Leanne’s weird phobia of lizards that once made her pass out on a school trip to a reptile sanctuary. Or that Mrs. Ernestine was once a contestant on Catchphrase and had an on-screen argument with the eventual winners because she thought they were cheating, leading to the episode getting cut.

			I see Aled’s collecting of friends as something deeper and more heartfelt than a slight desperation after he revealed to me that he too had been bullied, but at university, rather than at secondary school. His reaction to that trauma was the opposite to mine. While I shut myself off from anyone and anything that could hurt me, he actively searched for people to love and love him in return. Frida told me yesterday that she is falling in love with him.

			I even love knowing that Deli Dan has, according to Jan, the straightest, most proud-looking penis she ever saw and she has seen her fair share of penii. The very knowledge of it makes me feel pleased for her on a daily basis—Jan deserves all the good things. We’re even going to visit The Orchestra Pit together next week, which I will endure because she’s quickly becoming one of my favourite people.

			I push open the door to the library and pass the display table filled with the books of R. L. Cooper. I swallow down the despair that darts my chest as sharply as if it were still those lost hours immediately after the accident. When I visited him yesterday I begged him once again to please come back. I had been so certain that Merritt was planning to make it happen, but as the weeks have drifted by with zero change in circumstances, I’m starting to lose faith.

			I drop the books I’ve been reading—a selection of excellent romance novels Merritt had mentioned and the first two of the R. L. Cooper series I’ve been hooked on—into the returns box and head down the long back corridor, past the huge stained-glass windows and into the large, bright reading room where my exhibition is being held today.

			An exhibition. Me! It’s sort of ridiculous, really. I’ve only just started to go back to the weekly life-drawing classes with Frida, and I’m very much still an amateur, but everyone I drew thought it would be a nice idea to display my work for an afternoon so that we could celebrate. I refused at first, on account of acute embarrassment. And then I remembered what Jan said at the hospital—that being alive is about experiencing the full gamut of emotions. 			I circulate the room, thanking everyone for coming, unable to quite believe that these people have turned out for me. Unable to quite believe I am willingly and happily conversing with each and every one of them in talk both big and small.

			I glance over to the section of the wall that holds my portrait of Cooper. Of course he was unable to sit for me, so it’s mostly been done from memory and the visits at his bedside. In the drawing, he’s doing that cocky smile. The one that simultaneously makes me want to snipe at him, stroke his face, and climb into his lap. His eyes are twinkling, chin lifted, as if he’s on the edge of breaking into a laugh. I think about the way he laughs with his whole body, like every limb wants in on the fun. The thought of it brings a sting to my throat, the space behind my eyes aching with yet another round of tears.

			I step out into the musty hallway of the library, taking a few deep lungfuls of air to steady myself. The people in that room have seen enough of me crying to last a lifetime. The worst thing I could do is to invite them to an event to witness more of it, only this time in more salubrious surroundings.

			I’m about to go back in to join the others when I hear someone clear their throat behind me.

			“The exhibition’s just through there,” I say absently, thumbing in the direction of the reading room.

			“What, no cutting remark for the most obnoxious man you’ve ever encountered? That’s a first.”

			I whirl around. And there, in a wheelchair, in front of the blazing stained-glass windows, is Cooper. He’s dressed in a pristine white shirt, his grey cargo pants a little baggy on his legs. His dark curls are past chin length, his eyes glinting and intense. They drink me in thirstily.

			His lips lift into a full, wholehearted smile. “You know, I had this really strange dream about a girl who looked just like you.”

			I start to laugh.

			He’s back. Cooper came back.
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			I fling myself at him, pressing my hands all over his face to make absolutely sure he’s real.

			“Are you a ghost?”

			I grab hold of his arms and squeeze gently. They feel real and solid and definitely strong enough to squeeze a little harder.

			“Not a ghost.” His voice is extra raspy. He rubs his throat. “I woke up this morning. Still a human. A little skinnier. Unsteady on my feet. A bit battered, but nothing some physical therapy won’t help. But yeah. I’m right here.”

			“Right here,” I repeat, the tears behind my eyes finally giving up the battle to remain there. He hooks his arm around my waist and pulls me onto his lap. “Wait…I don’t want to hurt you. Shouldn’t you be in hospital?” I scan his entire body, inspecting him for injuries, signs that he is actually well enough to be here in the library.

			Cooper shakes his head and laughs. “I’m completely fine. Sat up this morning and felt like I’d had a long lie-in. The doctors said it sometimes happens like that. People just wake up. It’ll take a while to build my strength back to where it was, but I’m honestly good.”

			“I can’t believe it.”
