And as Sera begins to realize that she wants to be more than
a Consort in name only, the danger surrounding them intensifies. The attacks on
the Shadowlands are increasing, and when Kolis summons them to Court, a whole
new risk becomes apparent. The Primal power of Life is growing inside her,
pushing her closer to the end of her Culling. And without Nyktos’s
love—an emotion he’s incapable of feeling—she won’t survive her Ascension. That
is if she even makes it to her Ascension and Kolis doesn’t
get to her first. Because time is running out. For both her and the realms.
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
